There are four QARNNS nurses, five QARANC nurses and two PMRAFNS currently
undertaking perioperative practitioner modules. They should all complete their studies later
this year.

Safe surgery saves lives

The latest initiative being championed by the World Health Organisation (WHO) is the ‘Safe
Surgery Saves Lives’ checklist campaign for operating theatres. This is the second Global
Patient Safety Challenge. The goal of the Safe Surgery Saves Lives Challenge is to improve
the safety of surgical care around the world by ensuring adherence to proven standards of
care in all countries including the UK. The WHO Surgical Safety Checklist has improved
compliance with standards and decreased complications from surgery in eight pilot hospitals
where it was evaluated. Military perioperative practitioners working in MDHUs and those
posted to Fd Units should be competent in using the check list, as it has been implemented
on ops.



Chilled storage for front line medicine — bulk medical storage facilities and man-portable
refrigerator units

There’s something new to look out for when you next deploy. Practitioners are about to
enhance the treatment of injured personnel on Ops due to the procurement of Bulk Medical
Storage Facilities (BMSF) and 88 man-portable refrigerator systems that can be taken to the
front line and will be keep blood products at +4C. It was announced in April 2009 that this
multi million pound state of the art temperature controlled BMSF was about to make its way
to medics on Ops. It will provide secure storage for medical material at deep frozen,
refrigerated and ambient temperatures simultaneously, even when external temperatures
rise as high as +58C or drop to -26C. This equipment will support the DMS and will enable
medical supplies and blood products to be viable for longer, allowing treatment to be carried
out earlier and further forward.

Closure of Royal Hospital Haslar

Many of us have worked in the Royal Hospital Haslar (RHH) in Gosport and for years there
has been talk of closure. RHH finally closed its doors at the end of June 2009. Those
practitioners that have not already moved to the MDHU at the Queen Alexandra Hospital in
Portsmouth will pack up their kit bags and join their colleagues this summer. There was a
garden party with barbeque and live band on the old medical mess lawn to mark the closure.
Even though the party could have been a sombre occasion marking the end of medical
military involvement on the site, the atmosphere on the day was very cheerful enhanced by
the glorious sunshine.

New hospital in Birmingham

A new hospital is currently under construction in Birmingham and is due to open in June
2010. It was announced in April that it will be named the Queen Elizabeth Hospital,
Birmingham and it will have a dedicated military ward with many additional features. Those
of you who now work in the existing Queen Elizabeth Hospital and Selly Oak Hospital
theatres may have the opportunity to work in the new theatres suites, in what has been
described as the most technically advanced hospital yet to be built in the UK.
